Coed Softball Rules at a Glance
(6 Male & 4 Female Format)
1. Each team must have a minimum of four (4) female players and a minimum of eight (8) total players participating at all times.  While females are at bat, there must be at least three (3) defensive players, NO CLOSER than 165 feet from home plate
2. Any walk to a male batter, regardless of the count, will be two bases. NOTE: THE FOLLOWING FEMALE BATTER MUST BAT, SHE DOES NOT HAVE THE OPTION.
3. Lead-offs will be allowed after the ball leaves the pitcher’s hand.  The ball will be live and pick-offs from the catcher (touching the base is all that is needed, no tags necessary) are possible.  On an attempted pick-off, if the ball leaves the perimeter of the infield, the runners may advance WITHOUT RETOUCHING THE BASE.

4. No male players can ever bat consecutively in the batting order, this means females may bat more than once before a male bats for the first time.

5. Courtesy runners will be allowed at an UNLIMITED BASIS, males for males and females for females.
6. Pitching height limits will be 6 to 12 feet.  In the case of an illegal pitch, ALL UMPIRES ARE REQUIRED TO GIVE A PHYSICAL AS WELL AS A VERBAL SIGNAL.
7. In the event that an umpire fails to show for a game, TEAMS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR DESIGNATING AN UMPIRE TO OFFICIATE THE GAME.  Failure of a team to agree will result in forfeiture of the game.
8. The injured player rule will be as follows:  IF THE TEAM DOES NOT HAVE A SUB AND THE INJURED PLAYERS SPOT IN THE BATTING ORDER COMES UP, AN OUT WILL BE ASSESSED THE FIRST TIME THROUGH THE ORDER ONLY.
9. If, after the completion of seven (7) innings or at the end of 60 minutes, the game score is tied, the next and all succeeding innings will begin with each team putting a runner at second base.  The runner will be the last batter of the previous inning. NOTE: THE DROP DEAD RULE ONLY APPLIES FOR QUALIFYING GAMES !!

10. If after the completion of 4 ½ or 5 innings a team is ahead by 12 runs or more, the game is over.

11. There is no maximum number of runs per inning!

12. Player suspensions will be a minimum of two (2) games.  Any player suspended twice will be ineligible for participation for the remainder of the current season and possibly the next season.

13. Each batter will begin an at bat with a 1 & 1 count no waste pitch.  The batter fouls out.

14. Teams are required to pay the umpire ($15) BEFORE the start of each game and will be responsible for paying TWO (2) umpires (If provided) in championship games.

15. There is a 15 minute “grace” period for the 1st scheduled game only, otherwise forfeit time is game time.
16. Team rosters are due the night of the first regular scheduled game.  No additions can be made to a roster after the completion of the fourth game of the season.

17. In order for a player to participate in: (1) The last two games of the season and/or (2) The Playoffs, he/she must have participated in two of the first eight games of the regular season.

18. Consumption of alcoholic Beverages will not be allowed!!  If a team is found to be drinking in or near the dugout they will automatically forfeit the game and face a possible suspension.
